Cor by Massimo Bartolini is the first artist commission in the SLG’s new Fox Garden.

This new work has been commissioned in collaboration with Siobhan Davies Dance as part of ROTOR. Nine artists have responded to new a contemporary dance work, The Score, by choreographer Siobhan Davies. Bartolini presents Cor, a light installation which considers The Score as a glimpse into the microscopic, and expands its rules to a macroscopic level into the surrounding environment.   

Cor is a site-specific installation, a ‘performative sculpture’ which reflects much of Bartolini’s outdoor works. White spherical lamps are placed on the walls of the garden, creating a circular movement as the light passes from one lamp to the next, giving the impression of a large carousel of lights. Along the pathway through the Fox Garden, a dancer spins for one hour in the same direction as the movement of light. This performance is repeated at regular intervals during the exhibition and takes place just before sunset.

Cor highlights the cyclical aspects of elements of nature by combining two circular movements; the movement of lights and the movement of a human figure. Accentuating to the extreme the repetition of circular movements, the work directly relates to the natural cycle of sunset and sunrise. 

Massimo Bartolini’s work embraces various materials and techniques, from sculpture and performance to photography. Recent solo exhibitions include Frith Street Gallery, 2008; Museu Serralves, Porto and Ikon Gallery, Birmingham. He also exhibited at Art Unlimited, Art Basel 2010. Bartolini is represented by Frith Street Gallery in London and Massimo de Carlo in Milan.
