Mobile Conference 2, organised by Peckham Space and the South London Gallery, takes place on 2 April 2011, taking participants on a tour of off-site artist projects across south east London venues including art galleries, a housing estate and a community centre.  

Contributing artists Lottie Child, David Cotterrell and Febrik showcase their work as a starting point for discussions exploring themes of urban environments and changing social histories. Invited guests include residents, young people, artists, educators, representatives from Southwark Council and Tenants and Resident Associations, play workers and commissioners.  
The day kicks off at the South London Gallery where young tour guides and Street Trainers take groups to their first presentation at a nearby venue. The artists address questions relating to their work and the themes that connect it to the other works in the conference, such as:

How can play help us to re-imagine place?

Can residents’ memories define a sense of place? 

How can we feel safer and more joyful on estates?

On Sceaux Gardens estate, participants meet Reem Charif and Mohamad Hafeda, members of the Lebanon-based artist/architectural group Febrik. Febrik have been in residence here for the last six months, working with children and residents as part of the South London Gallery’s education project, Making Play. Febrik explored ideas of the familiar and unfamiliar, enabling children to generate ‘curious objects’ as a means of re-imagining the estate and its playful possibilities.

Moving on to Peckham Space, artist David Cotterrell presents a sneak preview of his new work Slipstream, a film commissioned by Peckham Space which maps social, geographical and personal histories of north Peckham through an investigation of the area’s changing landscape.  

The tour ends at the Tenants and Residents Hall on Sceaux Gardens estate with a showcase of Lottie Child’s practice of Street Training. Lottie has spent the last ten years developing this, and has been commissioned by the South London Gallery to work with young people as part of Southwark Council’s Joint Security Initiative, designed to improve community safety on estates. Together they have explored the difference between creative and antisocial behaviour and devised a series of training courses for professionals who make decisions about young people’s lives, including the local Safer Neighbourhood Police.

Following this, film maker Ed Webb-Ingall presents his film about Street Training ending the conference with a final discussion about the subjects raised.  

The South London Gallery and Peckham Space have worked together before presenting the first Mobile Conference on 15 March 2009 as a peripheral fringe event in association with Tate Triennial 2009.
